Next, she joined the cast of “ER” for one season as the devout Christian med-student, Hope Bobeck. Most recently, Philipps has been seen in standout roles in the films “Made of Honor” and “He’s Just Not That Into You.” While eight months pregnant with her first child in summer of 2008, she filmed a five episode arc on “Terminator: The Sarah Connor Chronicles.”
