
“FLASHFORWARD” (Thursdays from 8:00-9:00 p.m., ET)
What would you do if you were given a glimpse of the future? Would you accept what you saw and live life to its fullest, or would you do everything in your power to change your destiny? When the world’s population is given a glimpse of their future, it forces everyone to come to grips with whether their destinies can be fulfilled or avoided, in ABC’s exciting new drama, “FlashForward.”

 

It’s just another normal day in Los Angeles. FBI agent Mark Benford (Joseph Fiennes, “Shakespeare in Love”) and his partner, Demetri Noh (John Cho, “Star Trek,” the “Harold & Kumar” film series), are in the midst of a car chase monitored by their boss, Stanford Wedeck (Courtney B. Vance, “Law & Order: Criminal Intent”) and colleague Janis Hawk (Christine Woods); Mark’s wife, Dr. Olivia Benford (Sonya Walger, “Lost”), is in the middle of surgery; Dr. Bryce Varley (Zachary Knighton) is weighing a potentially life-ending decision; Mark’s friend, Aaron Stark (Brían F. O’Byrne, “The International”), is working high above the ground on power lines; and Nicole (Peyton List) -- baby-sitter to Mark and Olivia’s daughter, Charlie -- is in the throes of passion with her boyfriend when suddenly and without warning, every person on Earth blacks out for two minutes and seventeen seconds and sees a series of events from their own future, taking place on April 29, 2010 at 10:00 p.m., Pacific Time. For some the future will be joyous and hopeful; for others, shockingly unexpected; and for a few, it simply doesn’t seem to exist.

Everyone in the world will eventually begin chronicling what they saw in their flashforwards on a worldwide website -- the Mosaic Collective -- that will further draw people together. And some of the flashforwards just might help Mark and his colleagues piece together the cause of the blackout.

Knowing their fate will alter each person’s life in one way or another and poses the questions: Can destiny be changed? And by changing just one destiny, what effect would that have on those of others?

 

“FlashForward” stars Joseph Fiennes as Mark Benford, John Cho as Demetri Noh, Jack Davenport as Lloyd Simcoe, Zachary Knighton as Bryce Varley, Peyton List as Nicole Kirby, Dominic Monaghan as Simon, Brían F. O'Byrne as Aaron Stark, Courtney B. Vance as Stanford Wedeck, Sonya Walger as Olivia Benford and Christine Woods as Janis Hawk.

The series executive producers are David S. Goyer (co-writer of “Batman Begins” and “The Dark Knight”), Brannon Braga (“24,” “Star Trek”), Marc Guggenheim (“Brothers & Sisters,” “Eli Stone”) and Jessika Borsiczky Goyer (“Revelations”). The pilot for “FlashForward” was directed by David Goyer. The series, which premieres on September 24, 2009, is from ABC Studios.

DAVID S. GOYER, executive producer

Writer/director/producer David S. Goyer is a filmmaker who has long balanced the world of the smartest, hippest and most obscure comic books and other-worldly realms of superheroes and fantastical characters with his passion for telling character driven stories. Ever since he was a kid growing up in Ann Arbor, Michigan, Goyer wanted to write comic books, which led to him bringing them to life for the big screen. He sold his first action script at the age of 22 while still at USC -- it became the Jean Claude Van Damme thriller ”Death Warrant” -- and went on to pen, among others, the acclaimed “Dark City,” named Best Film of 1998 by Roger Ebert. Goyer’s love of comic books also led to a four-year stint actually writing one for DC Comics -- as co-writer of “The Justice Society” -- which was one of DC’s biggest hits. 

Goyer’s most recent directing effort was the supernatural thriller “The Unborn,” based on his own original script. Prior to this he directed “The Invisible.” He made his directorial debut with “ZigZag,” a funny and poignant story of two unlikely heroes. Among upcoming writer/director projects, he is in development on “The Invisible Man,” which will be a re-imagining of the H.G. Wells classic. As a screenwriter, his recent credits include co-writer on Warner Bros.’ blockbuster “Batman Begins,” with director Christopher Nolan. He also co-wrote the story of the acclaimed blockbuster sequel, “The Dark Knight.” He made his breakout with “Blade,” based on the Marvel Comics, which follows the story of a legendary vampire hunter. The film drew accolades for blazing action and humor, going on to become a successful superhero franchise. Goyer wrote and executive produced “Blade 2,” and went on to direct “Blade: Trinity,” which he also wrote and produced. 

In addition to his film projects, Goyer is a television producer whose credits include being executive producer on “Blade” -- Spike TV’s first original scripted series -- and executive producer, with David Heyman (“Harry Potter”) and Brannon Braga, on “Threshold.” He also served as director of the pilot for the series. As a film producer, he is working on “Super Max,” a tale of DC Comics’ superhero Green Arrow from a script by Justin Marks, which Goyer is producing with his wife, producer Jessika Borsiczky Goyer, for Warner Bros.

BRANNON BRAGA, executive producer

Brannon Braga is currently writing and producing the hit action drama “24.” He served as executive producer of the one-hour suspense thriller, “Threshold,” and was also co-creator and executive producer of “Star Trek: Enterprise.” He began his tenure with the “Star Trek“ franchise in 1990 as a writer/producer on the top-rated series “Star Trek: The Next Generation.” In 1995 Braga was appointed executive producer of “Star Trek: Voyager.” As a writer/producer on “Star Trek,” he wrote over 150 episodes, winning the Hugo Award for Excellence in Science Fiction Writing. He also co-wrote the movies “Star Trek: Generations” and “Star Trek: First Contact,” which became the highest grossing of the nine “Star Trek” films. 

A native of Bozeman, Montana, Braga attended Kent State University and the University of California, Santa Cruz, where he studied theater arts and filmmaking. He began his career in television in 1990, when he received the prestigious Academy of Television Arts & Sciences Writing Internship, which led to his involvement with “Star Trek.”

MARC GUGGENHEIM, executive producer

A native of Long Island, New York, Marc Guggenheim practiced law at one of Boston’s most prestigious firms for over four years before leaving to pursue his dream of writing professionally. That legal experience led to a staff position on David E. Kelley’s Emmy-winning show about Boston attorneys, “The Practice.” That same year Guggenheim sold his screenplay, “Musical Chairs,” to Sid Sheinberg’s The Bubble Factory. These opportunities led to an invitation to join the writing staff of “Law & Order,” where he wrote for three seasons before moving on to the critically-acclaimed series “Jack & Bobby,” and later the ratings juggernaut “CSI: Miami.” 

It was “Jack & Bobby” that introduced Guggenheim to Greg Berlanti, and the two resolved to create a show together, a pact which led to the development of “Eli Stone,” for which they received a Writers Guild Award nomination for Best Drama Teleplay. While writing and producing the “Eli Stone” pilot, Berlanti pulled Guggenheim in to help him produce the first season of “Brothers & Sisters.” Guggenheim has also written on “L.A. Dragnet” and “In Justice” for ABC. He continues to collaborate with Berlanti as a co-writer on the feature film version of “Green Lantern,” to be directed by Martin Campbell for Warner Bros. 

While maintaining a successful career in television, Guggenheim simultaneously pursued other creative avenues: A life-long comic book fan, he has been writing comics professionally since 2005, beginning with a two-issue stint on DC Comics’ “Aquaman,” which he parlayed into two critically-acclaimed runs on Marvel Comics’ premier super-hero, “Wolverine.” In November 2007, he launched his first creator-owned series with Oni Press, entitled “Resurrection,” which has been optioned as a feature film by Universal Pictures. Other comic book credits include “Amazing Spider-Man,” “Young X-Men,” “Supreme Power,” “Superman/Batman,” “The Flash,” “Blade” and “Super Zombies.” 

In addition to television, film and comic books, Guggenheim is continually exploring other mediums. He’s written the scripts for numerous videogames, including “Perfect Dark Zero,” “Call of Duty 3” and “X-Men Origins: Wolverine.” Last year he adapted a new Stephen King short story – “N.” -- as a 25-part mobisode series that was available online and through iTunes. Guggenheim currently lives in Los Angeles with his wife, Tara (a fellow TV writer and WGA nominee, who was co-creator of “Reaper”), their four-year-old daughter Lily, their infant daughter Sara, and their cat Rocky. JESSIKA BORSICZKY GOYER, executive producer


Jessika Borsiczky Goyer began her career in HBO’s movie division, going on to oversee some of the network’s high profile and acclaimed projects, including “If These Walls Could Talk” and “61*,” the story of Roger Maris and Mickey Mantle’s race to break Babe Ruth’s single-season home run record, directed by Billy Crystal and starring Barry Pepper and Thomas Jane. After a seven year run at HBO, Borsiczky Goyer moved from New York to Los Angeles, where she ran director Jan De Bont’s production company, Blue Tulip. She followed up her tenure there as co-head of Gavin Polone’s production company, where she produced a diverse slate of television pilots and series, including the drama miniseries “Revelations,” the highly rated “The Sports Illustrated Swimsuit Model Search” and the Cheech Marin comedy, “The Ortegas.” Her film work there included producing the horror film “Population 436,” starring Jeremy Sisto. 


Since forming Refugee Productions, Borsiczky Goyer’s projects have included the comedy “The Promotion,” written and directed by Steven Conrad and starring John C. Reilly and Seann William Scott, and the horror film “Asylum,“ which she executive-produced for Hyde Park. Among her film projects in the works are Conrad’s next writing and directing feature and “Super Max,” a tale of DC Comics’ superhero Green Arrow from a script by Justin Marks, which she is producing with her husband, David S. Goyer, for Warner Bros.

Mark Benford on ABC’s “FlashForward”

After several years in British theatre, Joseph Fiennes rose to international fame in roles such as Will Shakespeare in the Academy Award-winning “Shakespeare in Love,” for which he won a Chicago Film Critics Association Award for Most Promising Actor and a SAG Award for Outstanding Performance by a Cast. He was also nominated for a SAG Award for Outstanding Performance by a Male Actor in a Leading Role and a BAFTA Award for Best Performance by an Actor in a Leading Role. For his role as Sir Robert Dudley in “Elizabeth,” directed by Shekhar Kapur, he earned a Broadcast Film Critics Association Award for Breakthrough Artist.

 

Recent film credits include Bille August’s “Goodbye Bafana,” with Dennis Haysbert, Finn Taylor’s “The Darwin Awards,” with Winona Ryder, Ryan Murphy’s “Running with Scissors,” with Brian Cox, Annette Bening, Gwyneth Paltrow and Evan Rachel Wood, and “The Escapist,” directed by Rupert Wyatt. He will soon be seen in “Against the Current,” directed by Peter Callahan. Additional film credits include “The Merchant of Venice,” starring opposite Al Pacino and Jeremy Irons, John Dahl’s “The Great Raid,” Regis Wargnier’s “Man to Man,” Eric Till’s biopic “Luther,” Jean-Jacques Annaud’s “Enemy at the Gates,” Paul Schrader’s “Forever Mine,” Milcho Manchevski’s “Dust,” which premiered at the 2001 Venice Film Festival, and Edward Thomas V’s thriller, “Rancid Aluminium.” Fiennes also voiced the character of Proteus in the DreamWorks animated film, “Sinbad: Legend of the Seven Seas.”

Prior to making his screen debut in Bernardo Bertolucci’s “Stealing Beauty” and subsequently in “The Very Thought of You,” Fiennes spent three seasons with the Royal Shakespeare Company performing leading roles in plays, including “Troilus and Cressida,” “The Herbal Bed,” “Les Enfants du Paradis,” “As You Like It” and Dennis Potter’s “Son of Man,” in which he played Jesus. In 2001 he returned to the Sheffield stage in the critically acclaimed “Edward II.” In 2003 Fiennes debuted at the Royal National Theatre playing Berowne in William Shakespeare’s “Love’s Labour’s Lost.” His other stage work includes the West End production of “A Month in the Country” and as Rudolfo in “A View from the Bridge.” He also starred as George in Comedy Theatre’s “Epitaph for George Dillon” and performed in the Royal Court’s highly successful production of “Real Classy Affair.” His professional stage debut was as The Actor in “The Woman In Black.” His most recent performance was at the Chichester Festival Theatre, where he starred in “Cyrano de Bergerac” to rave reviews. 

 

Born in Salisbury, Wiltshire, Fiennes attended art school in Suffolk for a year before joining the Young Vic Youth Theatre. He subsequently trained for three years at London's Guildhall School of Music and Drama, graduating in 1993.

On Broadway O’Byrne most recently starred in Tom Stoppard’s groundbreaking trilogy, “The Coast of Utopia,” directed by Jack O’Brien, opposite Ethan Hawke and Billy Crudup. For his portrayal of the play’s central figure, he received his fifth Tony nomination (Best Actor in a Play). He has received Tony nominations for “The Lonesome West,” “The Beauty Queen of Leenane” and “Doubt,” and won the Tony for his portrayal of a murderous pedophile in 2004’s “Frozen.” Prior to “The Coast of Utopia,” he starred opposite Oliver Platt in the Broadway production of “Shining City,” directed by Robert Falls for the Manhattan Theatre Club. O’Byrne received his fourth consecutive Drama Desk Award nomination for “The Coast of Utopia,” won the award for “Doubt,” and is also the recipient of the Outer Critics Circle Award for “Doubt,” as well as the Obie Award and the Lucille Lortel Award for “Frozen.” He credits his training at the Samuel Beckett Center, Trinity College in Dublin for his many successes.

From Harvard to Hollywood, award-winning actor Courtney B. Vance has graced the stage and screen with a remarkable passion, talent and intellect that continually make him a force to be reckoned with. This spring Vance will co-star opposite Harrison Ford and Brendan Fraser in the dramatic film, “Crowley.” He’ll also star with Forest Whitaker later this year in the upcoming release of Tim Story’s “Hurricane Season,” a true story about a basketball team assembled in the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina. He was seen in last year’s Toronto Film Festival selection, “Nothing but the Truth,” opposite Kate Beckinsale and Matt Dillon, which was directed by Rod Lurie.

Additional feature film credits include Penny Marshall’s “The Preacher’s Wife,” with Whitney Houston and Denzel Washington; Clint Eastwood’s “Space Cowboys,” with Tommy Lee Jones, James Garner and Donald Sutherland; Robert Altman’s “Cookie’s Fortune,” John McTiernan’s “The Hunt for Red October” and Disney’s “The Adventures of Huck Finn.”

On television Vance was recently seen in the final season of “ER” playing successful financial executive Russell Banfield. This marked his return to NBC, where for five seasons he starred on the hit series “Law & Order: Criminal Intent.” He was the recipient of an NAACP Image Award nomination for Outstanding Actor in a Drama series for his portrayal of Assistant District Attorney Ron Carver on the show. Other distinguished performances include his portrayal of John Williams in Showtime’s “Blind Faith,” opposite Charles S. Dutton, which earned him an Independent Spirit Award nomination. He was also nominated for a Cable Ace Award for Best Actor for his role in August Wilson’s “The Piano Lesson,” co -starred opposite Laurence Fishburne and Andre Braugher in HBO’s Emmy-nominated production of “The Tuskegee Airmen,” and shared the screen alongside Jack Lemmon and George C. Scott in Showtime’s “Twelve Angry Men.”

Drawing from his deep passion for great material and extensive experience, Vance and his wife, Academy Award nominee Angela Bassett, have formed Bassett/Vance Productions. As their first venture, the two have partnered in optioning the novel “Erasure,” by Percival Everett, and brought on Dwayne Johnson-Cochran to write the adaptation of the dramatic comedy, now entitled “United States.” The film will mark Bassett’s directorial debut.

A graduate of Harvard College and the Yale School of Drama, Vance headed to New York upon graduation and quickly established himself on the New York stage, being honored with a Tony Award nomination for his performance in August Wilson’s Pulitzer Prize-winning play, “Fences.” He received a Theater World Award and Clarence Derwent Award for his role as a seductive con man passing himself off as Sidney Poitier’s son in John Guare’s “Six Degrees of Separation.” He was also the recipient of an Obie Award for his inspired work in South African playwright Athol Fugard’s “My Children! My Africa!,” which received accolades for its chronicling
