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“V” 
“V” is a re-imagining of the 1980’s miniseries about the world’s first encounter with an alien race. Simultaneously appearing over every major city in the world, the Visitors (or V's) promote a message of peace. Through their generous offer to share advanced technology, the V's build a following that may actually hide a more malevolent agenda, one that twists a very deep component of human nature: devotion.

While the world quickly becomes fascinated with the V's and their link to wonders just beyond the reach of human understanding, FBI Counter Terrorist Agent Erica Evans (Elizabeth Mitchell) discovers a secret hidden beneath the skin of every V – a secret that may threaten the lives of everyone close to her. Yet for her teenage son, Tyler (Logan Huffman), the V's are his ticket to something big and hopeful -- a new chance for mankind to unite in common goals. To Chad Decker (Scott Wolf), a career-hungry news anchor, his exclusive interview with Anna (Morena Baccarin), the leader of the V's, is crucial to his dominating the airwaves. Also unsure about the Visitors is Father Jack (Joel Gretsch), a priest questioning his faith in the wake of the Visitors' arrival. Seeking answers outside the church, Father Jack discovers there are other dissidents who believe the Visitors are not who they say they are, including Ryan Nichols (Morris Chestnut), who is faced with his own life-altering decision when the V's show up. Never has there been more at stake -- it truly is the dawning of a new day.

“V” also stars Lourdes Benedicto as Ryan's fiancée, Valerie, and Laura Vandervoort as Lisa, an alluring Visitor who sets her sights on Tyler. 

“V” is produced by The Scott Peters Company and HDFilms in association with Warner Bros. Television. Scott Peters (“The 4400,” “The Outer Limits”), Jeffrey Bell (“Day Break,” “Alias”), Steve Pearlman (“Reunion,” “Related”) and Jace Hall (“F.E.A.R,” “Condemned: Criminal Origins” video games) are executive producers. The pilot was directed by Yves Simoneau (“Bury My Heart at Wounded Knee,” “The 4400”).
SCOTT PETERS, executive producer, writer
Scott Peters serves as executive producer and writer of “V.” He was hired to develop the series by Warner Bros. Television and subsequently sold the project to ABC after writing a spec pilot.

Peters was the creator, executive producer, writer and director of the hit USA Network series “The 4400.” He is a two-time Emmy nominee for “The 4400” for Outstanding Writing in a Mini-Series (Pilot Episode) and as executive producer in the Outstanding Mini-Series category. He is also a Writers Guild of Canada Top 10 Awards winner and two-time Gemini nominee for Best Writing in a Dramatic Series. 
In addition to writing numerous pilots, Peters has directed multiple episodes of various high-profile television series, including “The Sarah Connor Chronicles,” “Jericho,” “Burn Notice,” “Harper’s Island” and “The 4400.” He also co-wrote, co-produced and directed the independent feature comedy “Don: Plain & Tall,” starring stand-up comedian Don McMillan. The film screened in over a dozen film festivals and won Best Feature Comedy at The Breckenridge Film Festival, The Tiburon Film Festival and The Back East Picture Show Film Festival.

Peters’ other credits include writing, producing and directing multiple episodes of “The Outer Limits” and “Are You Afraid of the Dark?” He wrote the television movie “Lost Souls” and has written multiple episodes of the TV series “Beyond Belief,” “Goosebumps,” “Highlander” and “Animorphs.”
JEFFREY BELL, executive producer, writer
Jeffrey Bell began his television career writing for three seasons of “The X-Files.” He then joined “Angel” as a writer/director/producer, and was promoted to executive producer and showrunner for the series’ final two seasons. Bell then spent four years under an overall deal at ABC. He has been executive producer and/or showrunner on several series, including “Alias,” “Day Break” and “Harper’s Island.”

Bell was born in Indiana, studied design and photography at the University of Cincinnati, and moved to Los Angeles for a Masters degree in Film Production from UCLA.
STEVE PEARLMAN, executive producer
Following a successful career as senior creative executive at Warner Bros. Television, where he held such positions as head of TV Research, senior vice president of both the Current Programming and Drama Development, and executive vice president, Creative Affairs, Steve Pearlman formed Class IV Productions. While based at Warners, he developed and executive-produced the critically acclaimed limited series “Reunion” and “Related,” as well as other series, pilots and web series. Also during his tenure there, he was integrally involved in such acclaimed, long-running series as “ER,” “Friends,” “Without a Trace,” “Nip/Tuck,” “Smallville” and “Two and a Half Men.” 

Before coming to “V” as a non-writing executive producer, Pearlman spent a year consulting with China’s CCTV on westernizing their creative endeavors.

JACE HALL, executive producer
Jace Hall currently serves as president and producer at HDFILMS INC., a production company with a first-look producing deal with Warner Bros. Studios devoted to creating film, television, video game and online content spanning multiple mediums and using the most cutting-edge techniques, equipment and formats.

Previously Hall captained the role of senior vice president and general manager of Warner Bros. Interactive Entertainment (WBIE). He led the company in creating, laying strategy and managing the Studio’s interactive gaming goals and business objectives. Initially leveraging Warner Bros. world-class brands on all current and future platforms, Hall oversaw the company growth from being a licensor to a full-scale developer, publisher and distributor of games. Under his guidance, WBIE was involved in the production and release of numerous videogame titles, including “The Matrix Online,” “F.E.A.R.,” “Condemned: Criminal Origins,” “300: March to Glory,” “Justice League Heroes,” “Happy Feet,” “Harry Potter and the Goblet of Fire,” “Batman Begins,” “Friends: The One with All the Trivia” and many more.
